Epaphras, who is one of you, a servant of Christ Jesus, greets you, always struggling
on your behalf in his prayers, that you may stand mature and fully assured in all the will
of God.

Struggle:
It describes someone struggling at work until utterly weary...

Colossians 1: 29 (NLT)
That’s why | work and struggle so hard, depending on Christ’s mighty power that
works within me.

It describes someone competing in athletics to attain a prize...

1 Corinthians 9: 25 (NLT)
All athletes are disciplined in their training. They do it to win a prize that will fade
away, but we do it for an eternal prize.

It describes a soldier fighting for his life...

1 Timothy 6: 12 (NLT)
Fight the good fight for the true faith. Hold tightly to the eternal life to which God has
called you, which you have declared so well before many witnesses.

It describes a person struggling to deliver friends from danger...
John 18: 36 (NLT)
Jesus answered, “My Kingdom is not an earthly kingdom. If it were, my followers
would fight to keep me from being handed over to the Jewish leaders. But my Kingdom
is not of this world.”
